REGULAR MEETING

APRIL 9, 2015


The Lyon County Fiscal Court met in regular session on Thursday April 9, 2015 with the following members present:  Judge Wade White, Magistrates Steve Cruce, Danny Walker and Bobby Cummins and County Attorney Lee Wilson.


Invocation was given by Brother Carl Nelson and the court led the pledge to the flag.

PUBLIC HEARING


The court held a public hearing on the 2015-2016 Rural Secondary Road recommendations.  No comments were received either written or oral.


On motion made by Mag. Cruce and seconded by Mag. Walker the court accepted the recommendations as presented.  The vote was unanimous.


The court heard comments from Jerry Padgett on FastNet internet service.  He asks the court to investigate on the completion of the project.  Judge White told the audience and court that he forwards all complaints and comments to the internet service company.  Other comments were heard from Cindy Kennedy, Ms. Kemper and Natalie McPherson.


Ms. Carol Niswonger of Lakeshore Drive in Old Eddyville, spoke of an illegal dumpsite along the area of the Corps and between guardrail and water.  She has spoken to the Corps and will speak to the City of Eddyville.  She was asking for any help in the cleanup of the area.


Mr. Russ Tilford, Supt. of Lyon County School System, spoke to the court regarding a grant the school has applied for in the amount of $125,000.  He hopes to receive news of the award by October and will then use the grant for partial funding of a resource officer for the school.  He asks the court to fund the remainder of the cost of the officer and the deputy will serve through the Lyon County Sheriff’s Office.  Sheriff Murphy said the cost for the deputy would be about $70,000.

On motion made by Mag. Cruce and seconded by Mag. Cummins the court approved the purchase of a vehicle for the Sheriff’s office.  The vote was unanimous.
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On motion made by Mag. Walker and seconded by Judge White the court approved the 1st reading of a proposed budget Ordinance 15-002 for 2015-2016 budget.  The vote was unanimous.
